Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), adopted by the United Nations, are a set 

of 17 global goals to be achieved by 2030. They are a universal call for action to 

eliminate poverty, protect the planet, and ensure peace and prosperity to all 

human beings.

With the aim to help achieve the SDGs in our state and nation, Institute for 

Sustainable Development and Governance (ISDG) is initiating a series of 

awareness initiatives.

The Kerala model of growth has been famous for achieving high social 

development indices with a low per capita income base. We have achieved low 

levels of infant mortality and population growth, and high levels of literacy and life 

expectancy. However, we still have a long road ahead in order to attain these goals 

by 2030. 

One major gap in the Kerala model is the existence of income inequality. Recent 

infant deaths in the tribal dominated regions highlight the persistent poverty and 

lack of amenities among the marginalized. Integrating the internal migrants is 

another social challenge. Despite the high health indices, Kerala is seeing 

increasing incidences of both communicable and non-communicable diseases. 

Underemployment, low employability of youth and low female participation rate 

are chronic issues. 

Though the people, in general, are aware of their social and political rights, they 

are not very compliant to their civic duties. Environmental awareness is not 

widespread. Deforestation, ongoing paddy field conversion and disruptions of 

backwater ecosystems are all posing great threat to our pristine environment. 

High pesticide levels in vegetables, pollution of water and soil, sand mining, 

urbanization and air pollution due to increasing vehicle traffic are also growing 

concerns.

Kerala has to chart out new economic activities which make use of its unique 

strengths: an educated workforce, democratic institutions, and a favourable 

natural environment. Let us strive together towards setting our state in the path 

of sustainable development, socially, economically and environmentally.
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
